As we begin our new church year in Advent we are 
reminded of our main purpose in life – to be ready and 
looking forward to our eventual home with the Lord. 
This call can come suddenly upon us. But the Lord 
wishes us to be his friend when he calls us and offers 
this friendship to us throughout our lives.
