Jesus reminds us 
that the kingdom 
does not belong 
to us – it is a gift 
of God. I consider 
what it is that I 
think I own and 
consider how it is 
that all good 
comes from 

God’s hands. So, I give thanks. 
 
I ask God to help me to respond as best I can to this 
real invitation. Is a quiet voice whispering to me 
from within?
