Some thoughts on today's scripture 
 

Lord, you call me blessed 
because I believe without 
the evidence of my 
senses. You matter more 
to me than what I can see, 
hear, touch or smell; but 
there are times when I 
falter. Lord, I believe. 
Help my unbelief. 

Jesus speaks of peace but shows his hand and his feet: 
he reminds me that there is a cost to being a presence 
of peace in the world. 
God gives us gifts for ourselves but they are not 
private personal property. Jesus asks us to give 
witness. I think of how I might do this and ask for the 
help I need. 
Aware of how much being a witness to the gospel 
costs, I pray for the strength to remember these 
words of Jesus in the hour of need.
